Practical Exercise

1.  What types of websites are endorsed by C&P Service to retrieve information?

2.  What is the proper format to document online sources within the Reasons and Bases portion of the Rating Decision?

3.  John P. Wright submitted a VA Form 21-4138 stating he was assigned to Company A, 1st Battalion, 116th Infantry, and had been admitted to a hospital near the base for his claimed condition.  He was discharged from the Army in December 1959.  His records were damaged or destroyed in the fire at the National Personnel Records Center in St. Louis.  Find the website listed on the Military Resource Guide that contains Morning Reports and Rosters to retrieve the address of where to submit request for a Morning Reports or Rosters.   Demonstrate how to properly cite this website.

4.  Webster Anderson submitted a claim for PTSD and noted that he had been awarded the Medal of Honor from the Army.  There was no entry on his certified DD Form 214. Find the website listed on the Military Resource Guide that contains the list of Army Medal of Honor Recipients with a descriptive citation for the award.  Demonstrate how to properly cite this website.

5.  Darryl Lewis listed on his VA Form 21-526 that he had been assigned to the USS Tarawa (LHA-1) in support of a combat mission.  There is no indication in his file that he served during combat.  To begin your research, identify an acceptable website from the Military Resource Guide which lists the acronyms for Naval Vessels in order to verify if the Tarawa is considered a combat vessel.  

6.  Susan Anthony submitted a VA-Form 21-0778a where she stated that after she was sexually assaulted, she went to a military hospital but did not report the assault to military law enforcement or Command.  In order to familiarize you with reporting procedures, identify the website to research the Navy’s reporting option in regard to sexual assault.
