	BERNARD v. BROWN, CAVC 91-1082 (1993)


Bernard v. Brown stated the U.S. Court of Appeals for Veterans Claims (Court) held that before the Board addresses in a decision a question that has not been addressed by the Regional Office, it must consider:

· whether the claimant has been given adequate notice of the need to submit evidence or argument; 

· an opportunity to submit such evidence or argument; 

· an opportunity to address the question at a hearing; and 

· whether or not the claimant has been prejudiced by being denied those opportunities.
