Topic 1: Medical Electronic Performance Support System (MEPSS)
The C&P Medical EPSS provides tutorial information related to medical terminology and issues, and numerous graphics to illustrate various medical definitions and concepts. Medical EPSS provides a general tutorial on each body system in the Rating Schedule. There is information regarding the function of the body system and common conditions. The system has excellent visual aids to supplement the material. The system has endless links to obtain more information on specific diseases, body parts, and medical terms.  

The tool can be accessed at http://epss.vba.va.gov/mepss/. You can also find it on the Rating Job Aids webpage.

Some of the important features that VSRs should be aware of:

· Help Guide – Found in the toolbar on the Home screen, when chosen this function provides important overview information for the Medical EPSS program including:

· Introduction – Provides the basic information about the MEPSS and getting started with the Help Guide.
· Screen Layout – Shows the layout of the Medical EPSS.
· Content Layout – Explains the layout of the diagnostic code information.
· Navigation – Describes the three modes of navigation through the medical information.
· Search – Provides options to search through the entire EPSS, a diagnostic code, or jut the glossary.  Advanced search includes features such as fuzzy searching (for misspellings) or phonetic searching.
· Technical – Shows the steps to print, copy & paste, and handle other technical setups.
· Comments – Provides a link to send your questions and comments regarding MEPSS.
· About MEPSS – Provides contacts, contributors, and references for the MEPSS.
· Search Function – Found in the top right corner of the Home screen, this search box allows for several types of search requests including basic and advanced searching techniques.
