Veterans Benefits Administration (VBA) User Agreement
AHLTA is the computerized healthcare system of the Department of Defense (DoD). The goal of AHLTA is to establish a patient record system in which each patient has a single, comprehensive, and longitudinal health record containing all the clinical information from each interaction with DoD medical personnel. With this centralized record, health care personnel worldwide can access complete, accurate, and informed patient care anytime, anywhere.

The security of patient data is of paramount importance in the military's healthcare community, so to that end, an elaborate and effective security methodology has been built into AHLTA. The key to this security is the AHLTA System Administrator who strictly controls access to all parts of AHLTA. AHLTA also has built in audit capabilities that will record and time stamp every action performed in AHLTA with your information. 
In order to receive and maintain access to DoD’s AHLTA system each VBA employee agrees to:

1. Maintain compliance with VA’s Privacy and Information Security Awareness annual training.
2. Maintain annual certification of the VA National Rules of Behavior. 

3. Understand and consent to AHLTA’s auditing process.
